Lauren Weedman is a comedic actress, playwright, and author. Her other works include Rash, 

Wreckage, Homecoming, and No…You Shutup (aka Off). Her television credits include The 

Daily Sho, Reno 911, HBO’s Hung, Bravo’s The Great Things About Being…, VH1’s Best Week 

Ever, Curb Your Enthusiasm, and Talk Show with Spike Ferestein.  Film credits include Imagine 

That and Date Night. Weedman is currently developing a pilot for The Fox Network based on 

her collection of comedic essays, A Woman Trapped in a Woman’s Body: Tales from a Life of 

Cringe.
